In any case, notice here that we are beginning to
encounter problem two when we look at this definition” it is in some ways murky and hard to assess_ It is
not a dictionary definition. Crowley could at times write with beautiful clarity, yet it is hard to find definitions
of “True Will” in his writings that are much more precise than the above. Further illustrations in some places
are provided about the nature of this “proper course” and its relationship to fate and other notions, yet we are

each left with our own personal understanding and experience of what this means. This is not meant as a
criticism of Crowley's explanatory methods: it may be that the matter would be very hard to describe and

define precisely for anyone.

Person 1: “It was my will to slash your car tires.”
Person 2: “No, that was not your will. You just wanted to.”

Now consider some further questions: Did Person 1 “impose their will” on Person 27 If Person 2 was right
that it was not the other person’'s “will” to do what they did, does that change the answer to the previous
question?
